Portfolios

Purposes

· A collection of student work demonstrating progress throughout the year

· Opportunity for students to critique and reflect on their work

· Students demonstrate pride in their work

The Portfolio

· The portfolio will be kept in a 2 ring A4 binder with clear pocket sleeves.  

· All work should be dated

Selection of Pieces

· One piece per unit (twice per trimester) reflecting growth or achievement in math and writing.

· The selection should be done at the discretion of the student.  However, the teacher should guide the process.  

· The teacher should develop a system to store potential pieces.  

· Near the end of a unit a piece should be selected and an evaluation form filled out by the student.

· Teachers may require a unit reflection to be written and added to the portfolio without critique

Display of pieces

· Items should be A4 size.  Odd size pieces (posters, photographs, etc) should be mounted or folded to A4 size.  Use one pocket for each project added to the portfolio.  

· Work should look nice.  Perhaps a colorful boarder or other artwork could be added before adding to the portfolio.

· Loose items should be secured with tape or glue
